The 2016 VEX Robotics World Championship took place in Louisville, KY, April 20 – 23, 2016.  2016 VEX Worlds, presented by the Northrop Grumman Foundation, brings together top robotics teams in the VEX IQ Challenge, VEX Robotics Competition, and VEX U under one roof to celebrate their accomplishments and participate with the best teams from around the world. Over 1,000 teams, top 6% in the world, ranging from elementary school to college, from 34 countries competed for World Championship titles.  

Each Sarasota team improved their rankings among the most competitive teams worldwide.
Sarasota High School’s VEX Robotics Team 9920, one of 500 high school teams, won the prestigious division Design Award, ranked top 12 for the Division Championship and placed 59th and 94th respectively in worldwide Programming and Robot Skills. The Design Award is presented to the team that best demonstrates the design process, project management, time management and team organization as demonstrated with an Engineering Notebook and interview. One Design Award per division was presented at World Championship.
